HEAD LICE ALERT! 
Please check your child’s hair tonight! To check for and treat head lice, use 
a fine-toothed comb on wet, conditioned hair. Combing in sections from scalp  
to ends allows you to find live lice, which confirms an infestation. Treat the  
infestation by wet combing every few days for about two weeks to catch newly 
hatched lice. Treat all affected family members. While lice are unlikely to spread 
from objects, you can wash bedding and clothing in hot water, or seal non-
washable items in a bag for two weeks.
